4. How we ensure the security of your data
Data will be collected securely via GM consult with access granted only to those engaged in the research. 
5. Information retention 
We will retain the data while it remains needed for:
· Maintaining academic networks / contacts
· Delivering research programmes
· Engaging with partners
· Supporting programme delivery or evaluation
We will:
· Regularly review whether it’s still needed
· Delete or update when it becomes outdated or irrelevant
6. Transferring data
All data collected as part of this project will remain in UK. 
7. Data sharing
Data will be shared with Manchester City Council and with The University of Manchester for the purpose of delivering on our research ambitions and to evaluate the pilot.
8. What rights do individuals have? 
The GMCA must comply with the General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) and the Data Protection Act 2018.
